• You could write either a piece of short fiction of up to 2000

words, or a poem of up to 40 lines. 
 
• The school will submit the entries by July 19th, so all entries

must be in to us by June 28th. This way we can work on them
with you to ensure they are the best quality possible before
submission.

 
• Note: Entries will be limited. All entries are to be submitted

to us by the end of June.  The English Department will select
a small number to submit to the competition as there is a cost
to enter.
